REGULAR MEETING | JUNE 5, 2024
BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

1. Call to Order: President Ellis called the Regular Meeting I of the Swatara Township
Board of Commissioners to order at 7:19pm on Wednesday, June 5, 2024. The meeting
was held at the Swatara Township Municipal Building, 599 Eisenhower Boulevard,
Harrisburg, PA.

2. Pledge of Allegiance: President Ellis led the audience in the Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Moment of Silence

4. Roll Call: Commissioners Michael Tuckey, Christine Zubeck, Tom Connolly, Shane
Steele and Shaela Ellis were present. Also present: Manager Jim Fosselman, Solicitor
Scott Wyland, Deputy Police Chief and Sergeant-At-Arms Thomas Stauffer, Treasurer
Brittany Yarzinsky and Secretary Jen Yesavage.

5. Announce Executive Session: An Executive Session was held prior to the meeting to
discuss personnel.

6. Awards Presentation: Deputy Chief Thomas Stauffer presented Corporal Eric Moyer
and Officer Chris Jones with the Life Saving Award for their work during a suicide
attempt that was happening at the Red Lion Hotel on August 10, 2023.

7. Visitors Requests and Comments:

A. Debra Noles, 6080 Hocker Drive: she spoke about being a person of good moral
character

B. Joanne Cibort, 799 High Street: she spoke about the Township rescinding
permission for the banner to be displayed for the Friendship Fire Company Picnic

C. Tom Garlic, 6050 Hocker Drive: he spoke about the barriers in front of Speedway
and the overweighted command structure of the fire department

D. Nancy Pysher, 5143 Jodi Court: she spoke on behalf of the Trinity Evangelical
Church and the item on the agenda regarding a loading/unloading zone in front of

8. Motion to Approve Agenda: President Ellis made a motion to approve the agenda with
the removal of Item #17, seconded by Commissioner Zubeck. The motion passed
unanimously.

9. Motion to Approve Items on Consent Agenda: Vice President Steele made a motion to
approve the Consent Agenda, seconded by Commissioner Connolly. President Ellis
stated that one of the items — the Road Closure for the American Legion Chili Cook-Off
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had already happened because the request was received late so that is just a ratification of
the approval that was granted. The motion passed unanimously.

Consideration of Resolution: Formal Recognition of No Legal Title of Legal
Interest in Unopened and Unused Streets Laid Out in Subdivision Plan
Recorded in 1907 — 425 Pear Street: Director Ihlein gave an overview of the
request which is currently 2 separate land parcels with a “paper alley” dividing
them. Dating back to 1907, there is no formal ownership of the alley and the
developer is requesting to take ownership of this alley to be included in part of the
upcoming land development plan. The motion was made by Commissioner
Connolly and seconded by Vice President Steele. Commissioner Zubeck asked
about the need for this resolution if a land development plan was forthcoming.
Solicitor Wyland stated that this was to clear up uncertainty and allow the developer
to provide a development plan without the alley included. R-2024-28

Notice of Zoning Hearing for Case No 2024-02: This is two adjoining properties
owned by family members who are looking to subdivide the subject property and
create a new lot that would not meet the minimum lot size requirements. The
hearing is set for Thursday, June 13, 2024.

Notice of Zoning Hearing for Case No 2024-03: This is a request for Special
Exception to establish and operate a “Treatment Center”. The subject property
would be converted from a hotel to a new 350-bed inpatient, nonhospital substance
abuse facility. The hearing is set for Thursday, June 13, 2024 and the Township has
requested that the Solicitor be present for this hearing.

Approval of Dauphin County Tax Claim Bureau Request to Strike Penalties and
Fees for Sharon Dixon Stover: Vice President Steele made the motion to strike the
penalties, seconded by Commissioner Connolly. Manager Fosselman explained that due
to an error in the address, the bills were not received by this resident which caused them
to not be paid. This resident, prior to this error, had never been late in making a payment.
The Dauphin County Commissioners already approved the removal of these penalties.
The motion carried unanimously.

Approval of Oberlin Intersection Improvement Project Award to Doug L.amb
Construction, Inc.: Vice President Steele made a motion to award the Oberlin
Intersection Improvement Project to Doug Lamb Construction, Inc., seconded by
Commissioner Connolly. The motion carried unanimously.

Consideration of Resolution: Special Purpose Parking at 1252 2" Street: Deputy
Chief Stauffer gave an overview of the special parking request as a special purpose
parking space is already in place but that resident has since moved and the space would
need to be reassigned to the new resident. The ordinance would need to be changed and
the placard number on the sign would be updated to the new resident’s number. The
motion to approve was made by Commissioner Connolly and seconded by Vice President
Steele. The motion passed unanimously. R-2024-29

Consideration of Resolution: Rescission of Special Purpose Parking at 717 Highland
Street: The motion to approve was made by Vice President Steele and seconded by
Commissioner Connolly. President Ellis stated that this request was due to the passing of

the resident who had the special purpose parking. She offered her condolences to the
family. The motion passed unanimously. R-2024-30

Consideration of Resolution: Rescission of Special Purpose Parking at 665 Highland
Street: The motion to approve was made by Commissioner Connolly and seconded by
Vice President Steele. Deputy Chief Stauffer explained that there are currently 2 spaces
at this location and that 1 of the 2 spaces is no longer needed due to the resident moving
out of the location. The motion passed unanimously. R-2024-31

Consideration of Resolution: Loading/Unloading Zone at Huntingdon Street in
Front of Trinity Evangelical Congregational Church: This item was removed from
the agenda for the meeting.

Approval of Cost Sharing Agreement with Veolia Water for Paving in Rutherford:
The motion was made by President Ellis and seconded by Vice President Steele. The
Township would be paying the cost of half the paving of the streets as the water company

Approval of Memorandum of Understanding with Swatara Township Authority for
Health Insurance Cost Sharing — Benecon Reimbursement Agreement: The motion
was made by Vice President Steele and seconded by Commissioner Connolly. Vice
President Steele explained that this puts in place an agreement between the Township and
the Authority for the shared cost reimbursement of the health insurance and spelled out
how those payments would be made from the Township to the Authority.
